Mateo 5, 20-22a,27-28,33-37 
 

El evangelio de hoy nos presenta algunos 
conceptos de tipo moral, sin       embargo 
en esta reflexión nos enfocaremos en  la 

dificultad que a veces  tenemos para sostener la palabra dada, 
particularmente la palabra que hace “promesas” dentro de una 
relación: sea con Dios, sea en la vida conyugal, sea en el 
ámbito comunitario o social. Una buena relación depende de 
una buena comunicación, sobre todo a niveles profundos. 
Dentro de ella el engaño sería un mal fundamento. Se requiere 
“veracidad”. De la veracidad depende la confiabilidad de una 
persona. Y en la confianza el amor se la juega toda. Sin esto, 
todo se viene abajo.  Lo dicho anteriormente vale para todos los 
espacios de relación en los que nos movemos, particularmente 
aquellos en los cuales hemos adquirido compromisos. En el 
mundo hebreo, para que una persona fuera “creíble” tenía que 
jurar que decía la verdad. Por eso, poco a poco se fue 
generalizando el hábito de jurar prácticamente por todo. El 
mandamiento del decálogo lo que prohibía no era el juramento 
sino “Tomar en falso el nombre de Yahvé” (Éxodo 20,7), es 
decir, colocar a Dios como testigo de una mentira.   Dice Jesús: 
“No juréis en modo alguno”.  La palabra de un discípulo debe 
ser siempre verdadera, sostenerse sola, la transparencia es en 
primer lugar ante Dios. indica que su vida entera permanece, 
sin maquillajes. Por eso no hay necesidad de jurarle nada a un 
Dios que nos conoce a fondo. Pero también tiene que ver con 
todo lo que se le dice a los demás. Cuando Jesús dice: “digan 
simplemente: ‘si, cuando es si’, y no, cuando es no.” Una 
característica importante del discípulo, que se desprende de esta 
enseñanza, es que él se caracteriza por la “credibilidad”. Esta es 
la base de la vida comunitaria y social: ser personas “creíbles” 
y confiables.
